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Mounting and Wiring

Mount the sensor firmly so that the object to be detected is never within 119.4 mm (4.70 inches) of the face of the sensor.  For best results the sensor face should be parallel to the object surface.  Also the sensor should be away from air currents.

Operation

When an object is detected inside the window limits, the black-wire NPN output is sinking, the white-wire PNP output is sourcing, and the amber LED is on.  When an object is not detected inside the window limits, the black-wire NPN output is non-sinking, the white-wire PNP is non-sourcing, and the amber LED is off.

This model sensor operates in the background mode, which means the sensor processes only the first object detected in the sensing range.  background mode is recommended for break-beam detectors.  With object mode sensors, the sensor processes all echoes within the sensing range, and assumes the object is in the window if any echo is detected within the window
Multicolor LED States

The multicolor LED indicates the position of the object and not necessarily the state of the outputs if the delay times are not minimal.

Amber LED

The amber LED shows the state of the outputs.  When the black-wire NPN output is sinking and the white-wire PNP output is sourcing, the amber LED is on.  When the black-wire NPN output is non-sinking and the white-wire PNP output is non-sourcing, the amber LED is off.


Setting the Window Limits




Depress the setup pushbutton (the multicolor LED rapidly flashes amber to indicate the pushbutton is pressed) until the multicolor LED flashes green (about 3 seconds), and then release the setup pushbutton.  The multicolor LED continues flashing green indicating the sensor is waiting for the first limit.  Align a flat object parallel to the sensor face at the desired distance position for either window limit, and then press the setup pushbutton once.  Upon release of the setup pushbutton, the multicolor LED flashes amber indicating the first limit is set and the sensor is waiting for the second limit.  Align a flat object parallel to the sensor face at the desired position for the second window limit and press the setup pushbutton once.  Upon release of the setup pushbutton, the multicolor LED turns to the color that indicates where the object is located.  The sensor has no timeout for setting limits.
To easily set the default span window of 12.7 mm (0.50 in.), while the multicolor LED is flashing green requesting the first limit, align a flat object parallel to the sensor face at the center of the desired window. Then press the setup pushbutton twice in succession.  This sets the limits 6.4 mm (0.25 in.) in front of and behind the object front surface.
While the setup pushbutton is depressed, the multicolor LED turns amber to indicate the sensor detects the object.  If the sensor does not detect the object, the multicolor LED is red while the setup pushbutton is depressed, and when the setup pushbutton is released after not detecting an object, the multicolor LED flashes red 2 seconds, and then requests that limit again by flashing green for the first limit or flashing amber for the second limit.

The limits are saved in nonvolatile memory and thus retained when power is removed from the sensor.
